               Staff, which was held on Tuesday11th October. Rights of Way advice was that a more substantial 
               structure would involve a large increase in cost and would be subject to the further approval of relevant 
               government agencies. It was also suggested that the originally agreed proposal should include the lifting 

               of the bridge by a small height. 
               Other possible sites for the use of available resources from the designated budget for Community Works 
               were discussed and it was agreed that these would be clarified for consideration at a future meeting.
