21/17   PARISH COUNCILLORS REPORTS
            Councillor Earley reported that Island Roads had been measuring the potholes near Wacklands Lane.

            Councillor Rouse had attended the February Health & Well Being Forum. She reported that no GPs were 

            providing out of hours service and patients were needing to go to Accident & Emergency at St. 

            Marys.Councillor Rouse agreed to be the representative at future meetings of the forum.

            Councillor Llewellyn reported on apparent further works being carried out at Winford Farm and it was 

            agreed to ask Sarah Thorne at IWC to arrange for a site visit by planning officers. 

            Councillor Harris reported that the bus lane at Alverstone Road needed attention and it was agreed to bring 

            this to the attention of Island Roads.

            Councillor Bevan commented on the high standard of the new bridgework and surfacing as carried out at  

            Alverstone using the grant donation. Consideration would be given to the placement of a notice/plaque as to

            the contribution enabling funding of the new bridge. He asked as to whether a response had been received 

            from Island Roads regarding the scheduling of resurfacing works in the parish, the Clerk would follow up.

            Councillor Bevan also drew attention to possible irregular occupancy of a structure at Wacklands Lane and 

            to apparent footings being made at a site at Langbridge.

           Councillor Davison referred to the communications that had been received from the Isle of Wight Council   

           (IWC) indicating that they would no longer be using the Parish Hall as a polling station. Surprise was    

           expressed at the claim of the IWC that the roof had leaked on the occasion of the last polling date. The   

           polling station for this years elections would now be the Church Hall and it was felt that Watery Lane 

           should be considered for future years as it was more central and accessible for most residents of the parish .

           Councillor Davison also reported on Commonwealth Day proposals and discussions between IWALC and 

           IWC re the future maintenance of Principal Parks. She also updated the Parish Council on the problem that 

           the Clerk was experiencing in trying to communicate with Parish Website.Net the providers of the website. 

           Despite numerous telephone messages and written requests regarding the maintenance problem with the 

           website, no response had been forthcoming. Councillor Llewellyn would try and make contact with Parish 

           Website.Net and provision of the website service would form an agenda item for the March meeting.
